Tuition Assistance:

A limited amount of tuition assistance is available from theefashdadicas the parish for school
families experiencing economic difficulties. Normally, requests for such assistance should be made
time of registration. However, since such circumstances often are unpredictable, families should
hesitate tsmform the Pastor of their need whenever it may arise during the year. Circumstances will
reviewed by the Pastor and Principal.

For the sake of your familybds security and pe
we encouge parents or guardians to contact the Pastor or the Principal as soon as possible when tt
are experiencing economic difficulties.

ATTENDANCE POLICIES

2011-2012 Allergy Prevetion Response Policy
The purpose of this policy is to create an organized system for preventing and responding
to allergic reactions. This policy is not a guarantee of an allergéee environment; instead,
it is designed to increase awareness, provide edation and training, and reduce the
chance of exposure.

Immaculate Conception Catholic School is committed to providing a safe and nurturing
environment for students. The School café understands the increasing prevalence of life
threatening allergies amoig school populations. Recognizing that the risk of accidental
exposure to allergens can be reduced in the school setting, Immaculate Conception School
is committed to working in cooperation with parents, students, and physicians, to minimize
risks and provde a safe educational environment for all students. The focus of allergy
management shall be on identification, confidentiality, training, prevention and emergency
response.

Identification:

Immaculate Conception Catholic School Café will attempt to iddéptstudents with life
threatening food allergies. At enrollment, the person enrolling the student will be asked to
provide physician confirmed information on any allergies the student may have. The school
nurse will notify the food service director of ateported lifethreatening food allergies.

a) Food allergy data will be entered in the cashier computer database for allergy
alert notifications, with parent permission.

b) The food service director will provide the food service personnel with a list of
students with food allergies, with parent permission.

c) The allergy list will be posted at both serving lines and in the food service

directords office, with parent per missi ol

d) The school nurse will arrange for a food allergy alert symbol to be affixed to
student name tags.

Confidentiality

Information about individual students with allergies will be provided to all café staff to
provide a safe environment for the student. Information about individual students with
allergies will not be shared with students and oirs who do not have a legitimate
educational interest in the information only to the extent authorized by the parent/guardian
or as otherwise permitted by law, including the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA).

Training

Staff training willcover the vaious types of allergic reactions and how to identify and
respond to a lifethreatening reaction. Staff members who have responsibility for students
who have an emergency action plan (EAP) should be trained on the plan annually. The food
service director vill arrange for all food service staff to be trained in food label reading,
crosscontamination avoidance, safe food handling and food item labeling requirements.



Prevention
a) The food service director will provide training to food service personnelfoond
label reading and safe handling.
b) The food service director will create an ingredient list for all foods provided by the

school as part of the schoolds lunch progrt
request.
c) The food service director will enter studet 6 s al |l ergy i nto comput

with parent permission.

d) The food service director will provide the food service personnel with a list of
students with food allergies, with parent permission.

e) Food service personnel will not act on individual requissfor dietary
accommodations. If a student is not listed on the allergy alert list then the student
will be referred to the school nurse for assistance.

f) Teachers, teacher aides or substitutes will place students with food allergies at the
front of the class serving line.

g) Food service personnel will changes gloves between classes, to avoid cfoss
contamination.

h) Food service personnel will serve lunches on disposable plates to students with
food allergies, to avoid crossontamination.

i) Food service personal will maintain a monthly menu that highlights food products
that may peanut and nuts The menu can be

j) Food service personnel will provide appropriate dessert substitutions.

k) If there is any change to the menu after the meniias been posted, the food
service director will notify the school nurse.

l) The principal may designate one or more tables in the dining area as peanut and-nut
free areas. No student will be required to sit at the designated table. Peanut and
nut-free tables may be occupied by any student. Separate cleaning and disinfecting
supplies will be provided for the designated tables.

m) Volunteers serving in the café will discourage students from sharing or trading
food/snack items, drinks, straws, or utensils.

Parking Lot Information

In an effort to make our parking lot as safe as possible the follquowgdure will

be followed. Please study the maps and the directions. Your adherence to this
procedure will be essential, as well as your patience.

Doors Open at 7:30 a.m. i At7:30 a.m. a staff member will be on parking
lot duty to assure safety of all children. No child should be dropped off prior to the
staff member being on duty. This will be strictly enforced.

Morning Drop-Off:

1 Given the possible congestion that may occur in our parking lot, all families are
advised to plan ahead for leaving their house early to arrive at school on time.

1 While most parents eventually get into the habit of using the drop-off zones, it is
also always acceptable for parents to park and escort their child into the building.
See the bullet point below for directions on parking/walking your child in to school.

1 The parking lot next to the rectory is for chapel use only. Those attending Mass
should drop off through the designated route and park in the lot afterwards. We will
be using the rectory lot for our drop off route (see attached diagram).

There are two ways to enter the campus.
- Highway N, Church entrance, proceeding in front of the church, circling by the
front doors of the school and then exiting back out to Highway N at the rectory
exit.

White Birch Lane entrance closest to the soccer fields. This year, this drop off
lane will be all along the south side of the gym, with vehicles circling back around
the north side of the gym and then exiting by the soccer fields.

With the two entrances, we have two drop-off lines (see diagram). At any one
time, multiple cars should be unloading. It is important for vehicles to PULL ALL
THE WAY UP in the drop-off line and that children are READY TO EXIT the
vehicle.
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If you find that in order for your child to exit your vehicle, you must get out of your
vehicle to assist the child, then please do NOT use the drop off zones. Rather,
park and walk your children in. The drop off zones are to be used for quick exits
from vehicles in order to keep the line running smoothly.

ﬂ A.M. Parking Vehicles  Parents that choose to park and walk their child in must
use the NORTH Lot. During morning drop-off, no parking will be available on the
south side of the gym or in front of the school. PARENTS who park, MUST
ESCORT their child in the parking lot until reaching the sidewalk of the school.

Afternoon Dismissal:

1. We will use two main parking lots for the dismissal - the Lot to the SOUTH of the
church and the Lot on the NORTH side of the new church. There will be NO
parking or dismissal of students to any other location on campus 1 _IT IS
IMPORTANT THAT ALL DRIVERS COOPERATE ON THIS MATTER EVERY
DAY.

2. The NORTH LOT will have 2 tiers of pickup.

3. Both the NORTH and SOUTH parking lots will begin to close at 3:05 or when ALL
parking spaces are occupied, whichever comes first. All vehicles arriving after lot
closure will be considered for second pick up (NORTH LOT) and are to park along
White Birch Lane or in the soccer parking lot.

4. Drivers should use the Highway N (church) entrance or the White Birch Lane

entrance.

Drivers coming for the 2" pickup should arrive to the NORTH LOT at 3:20 p.m.

All vehicles will be individually dismissed; that is, no vehicle will be allowed to exit

until the signal is given.
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All STUDENTS will be escorted out of the building to the area in front of the New
School. Parents desiring to meet their child may do so in the area in front of the
Church. The younger grade students will begin leaving their classrooms at 3:05 to
avoid congestion. Children whose ride is in the 2" pickup will wait in the plaza area of
the church or along the side of the gym, (on rainy days, these children will wait inside
the school building).

SOUTH Church Parking Lot DRIVER Route:
Enter from the Church Entry on Highway N.
BACK into all parking spaces.

Exit from this lot must be to Highway N.

North Church Parking Lot DRIVER Route - TWO TIERS of pickup:
Enter from White Birch Lane - the driveway closest to the soccer fields.



For the single rows of parking, park so that you do not have to back out of a parking
space to leave. For the middle rows, the vehicles should all POINT to White Birth
Lane.

Exit will be through the far west driveway, leading to White Birch Lane.

Note: Thereis a special severe weather pick up plan. See page 29 in your parent
handbook.

Daytime Parking:

1 Short stays: If you need to visit the school during the daytime to pick up your child
or for any other short-stay reason, please enter from Hanley Road i gym entrance.
There are 12 spaces between the Gym, Parish Office Center and School that will be
reserved for visitor parking.

1 If you will be in the building for a duration (such as for volunteering), then please
park in the rectory lot or the South lot.
